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ABSTRACT 

Introduction: One of the most important challenges facing the authorities in the border areas is the issue 
of border area security. The issue of maintaining and expanding the security of border areas, especially in 
countries that have long common borders with their neighbors, has always been the concern and 
sensitivity of the authorities. Currently, issues related to security in border areas are very important, 
because if there is any border dispute and insecurity in these areas, it threatens national security.  
Objectives: The present research was compiled with the aim of investigating and explaining the security 
indicators of the border areas of Ardabil province. 
Methodology: It is "applied" in terms of purpose and "descriptive-analytical" in terms of nature and 
method. Library-e-documents and field studies were used to collect data and information. Socio-statistics 
also includes; "Residents of border areas, specialists in political geography and political science, security 
and political officials of the city, experts of provincial governorates and other responsible institutions in 
the field of security of border areas, and researchers in the field of political science and..." are in the 
studied cities. Using Cochran's formula, 384 people were selected as a sample for questioning. 
Geographical Context: It is the geographical territory of Ardabil province and the cities with a common 
border with neighboring countries (Ardebil, Meshginshahr, Parsabad, Nemin, Garmi, Bileh-Swar and 
Aslandoz cities). 
Results and Discussion: The cities of Pars-Abad with an average rank of 204.35 and Aslandoz with an 
average rank of 230.95 have higher border security in terms of the investigated indicators, and in the 
meantime, Beile-Swar city with The numerical average of 161.39 is lower in terms of border security than 
other studied cities. Also, economic security indicators with a beta value of 0.578 and morphological 
security with a beta value of 0.431 have the greatest role in increasing the security of border areas in the 
studied area, and environmental security has a lesser role with -0.184. In this context, it has. 
Conclusion: Among the indicators explaining the security of border areas, economic and morphological 
security indicators have a significant effect on increasing the security of border areas. If, increasing the 
security of the border areas can be economically beneficial; increasing and intensifying border 
interactions; the level of welfare and social comfort of the residents of these areas; ethnic and religious 
affiliation and integration of border residents; the social situation of the border area of the province; 
increasing the livability level of rural settlements in border areas; increasing the quality of social capital 
components; Improve the ease of immigration on both sides of the border. 
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
